Reimbursement through the Autism Insurance Reform Law CRS 10-16-104

CRS 10-16-104 requires most state-regulated group insurance policies to provide coverage for the assessment, diagnosis, and treatment of autism spectrum disorder.  The law defines “treatment for autism spectrum disorders” as including: evaluation and assessment services; behavior training and behavior management, habilitative or rehabilitative care, including occupational therapy, physical therapy, or speech therapy.

If your insurance company is a Colorado regulated company, please consult them about the process of reimbursement for occupational therapy services.  I can work with your pediatrician to provide the necessary prescription for rehabilitative services. **
